Transfer Service

Travelling to a new country is exciting, but
it can also be stressful and difficult for
students travelling alone. For this reason,
we provide a variety of services that make
your travel to your centre easy and safe.

Our ‘Meet and Greet' transfer service
provides a safe and secure way for
students to arrive at their centre, taking the
risk and stress away. We provide a friendly
face to meet them when they arrive at

the airport, look after them and take them
safely to their school in one of our taxis or
coaches.

We can provide private transfers from all
main airports or from other locations in the
UK on request. At peak times at the main
airports, subject to availability, we also
